Reliving your own childhood memories with the kids

Playing hide and seek in an enormous haystack or walking across gentle mountain tops.  Watching the sun go down or tucking into a spontaneous picnic by the lake. Witnessing ibex and marmots in their natural surroundings or jumping into the lake from a pier – with your eyes closed. All of these scenarios are sure to put a smile on little faces and may even take you back to your own childhood. Creating lasting memories with parents, experiencing nature up close, turning the world upside down and relishing a feeling of freedom that will never end – this is what a family holiday in Carinthia is all about. In Austria’s sunny south, amidst unspoilt landscapes with lakes of drinking water quality and a mountain backdrop that ranges from soft peaks to picturesque 3,000 m summits. Your family-friendly hosts are experts at looking after young and old, no matter whether you are staying at a small guest house, on a farm or at a certified family hotel.

The joy of living is felt with all senses on a family holiday in Carinthia, with shared experiences and enjoyment being the focus. The combination of mountains, countless warm bathing lakes and above average hours of sunshine presents a wealth of possibilities for all ages, from holidays by the lake to hiking, cycling, playing golf or indulging in a spot of wellness. No matter which activity you opt for, the motto remains: "Love life, let yourself enjoy." A welcome break from the everyday that is all too often characterised by increased intensity, digitalisation and insecurity.

Anything goes on holiday and this is where the fun begins. Try your hand at something new, be it rowing across a lake, canoeing along pristine rivers, watching the cows being milked or butter being made on a farm, challenging gravity on a stand-up paddle board, jumping from the heights of a tree or wading through a crystal clear stream filled with fish. And while we’re on the subject of fish: have you ever caught one yourself? There is plenty of opportunity to do so in Carinthia, for example when alpine fishing in the River Möll. And there’s no shortage of animal encounters in Austria’s southernmost province. You‘ll find monkeys, eagles, chamois, ibex, marmots and butterflies here.

How are butter and cheese made? Why is bread crust sometimes hard and sometimes soft? How long does it take for apples to turn into delicious juice? Which herbs can be used to make a tasty cheese spread? Where does honey come from? So many questions! You’ll find the answers on holiday in Carinthia, be it at the herb village of Irschen, the honey festival in Hermagor, baking bread in the Lesachtal valley, harvesting apples in the Lavanttal or at the show dairy on the Tressdorfer Alm near Hermagor. Further highlights of family holidays in Carinthia are the many attractions across the province, of which more than 100 can be accessed free of charge with the Kärnten Card, including boat trips, cable cars, museums, water parks, panoramic roads, zoos and animal encounters.

Last but not least: those who would like to end their stay in Carinthia on a real high can whizz down from the Pyramidenkogel (the world’s highest wooden viewing tower) by zip wire. Alternatively, you can head down by covered slide or lift after having absorbed the stunning views of Carinthia from 75 metres above.
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
